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Meteorological Analysis (Based on 1730 hours IST)

The Northern Limit of Monsoon continue to pass through 27.0°N/68.5°E, 27.0°N/70.0°E, Jaisalmer, Bikaner,
Jhunjhunu, Bharatpur, Rampur, Sonipat, Anup Nagar and 29.0°N/70.0°E.

Conditions are becoming favourable for further advance of Southwest monsoon over remaining parts of the
country during next 2 days.

The low pressure area over Kutch & neighbourhood lay over Saurashtra, Kutch and adjoining south Rajasthan
at 1730 hrs IST of today, the 28" June, 2025. The associated upper air cyclonic circulation extends upto 5.8
km above mean sea level.

The upper air cyclonic circulationover southwest Bangladesh & adjoining Gangetic West Bengal persisted
over the same region and extended upto 7.6 km above mean sea level tilting southwestwards with height.
Under its influence a low-pressure area is likely to form over the north Bay of Bengal and adjoining coastal
Bangladesh and West Bengal by tomorrow. Subsequently it is likely to move slowly west-northwestwards
across Gangetic West Bengal and north Odisha & Jharkhand.

A cyclonic circulation over central parts of south Uttar Pradesh extending upto 1.5 km above mean sea level
persists.

The east-west trough from the upper air cyclonic circulationover southwest Bangladesh & adjoining
Gangetic West Bengal to northeast Madhya Pradesh across Jharkhand, north Chhattisgarhbetween 3.1 & 4.5
km above mean sea level persists.

A cyclonic circulation over northeast Assam at 0.9 km above mean sea level persists.

Ensure proper drainage facilities in pigeon pea, groundnut,
maize, sugarcane, barnyard millet, finger millet, already sown rice nurseries, kidney beans, blackgram, green
gram, vegetable and orchards.Harverst mature vegetables (pumpkin, tomato, okra, chilli, French bean etc.) and
fruits and store in safe place. Tie the sugarcane plants together to avoid lodging. In Bhabar and Tarai Zone of
Uttarakhand, postpone sowing of rice nurseries, soybean, kidney beans, blackgram and green gram. Keep the
harvested produce of spring maize in safe place.

¢ In Himachal Pradesh, provide drainage in the fields of vegetables and fruit orchards. Remove weeds and
lower leaves from tomato plants to reduce the occurrence of soil-borne diseases.Strengthen the support for
creepers and tall vegetable crops (tomato, capsicum etc.). Harvest matured fruits of plum, pear, stone fruit and
keep in safe places to minimize losses due to heavy rains.In mandi district postpone sowing of maize and
transplanting of rice. Drain out excess water from rice nurserues and already sown maize field.

e West Uttar Pradesh, postpone sowing of maize. Drainout excess water from already sown maize, rice
nurserices, vegetables, pigeon pea and sugarcane. Tie the sugarcane plants together to avoid lodging. East
Uttar Pradesh, postpone sowing of pigeon pea and black gram.
