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Meteorological Analysis (Based on 0530 hours IST)

e Yesterday’'s low pressure area over Westcentral & adjoining Northwest Bay of Bengal off North Andhra
Pradesh and South Odisha coasts persisted over the same region at 0530 hrs IST of today, the 14th August
2025. The associated upper air cyclonic circulation extends upto 7.6 km above mean sea level tilting
southwards with height. It is likely to move west-northwestwards across North Coastal Andhra Pradesh and
south Odisha during next 48 hours.

e The monsoon trough at mean sea level now passes through Sri Ganganagar, Churu, Guna, Jabalpur, Raipur
and thence south-southeastwards to centre of low-pressure area over Westcentral & adjoining northwest Bay of
Bengal off North Andhra Pradesh and South Odisha coasts.

e The upper air cyclonic circulation over Himachal Pradesh and adjoining Jammu between 1.5 and 3.1 km
above mean sea level persisted.

e The upper air cyclonic circulation over Kutch & neighbourhood lay over Northeast Arabian Sea & adjoining
Kutch at 3.1 km above mean sea level.

e The east-west trough from central parts of Bay of Bengal to northeast Arabian sea adjoining Kutch across the
upper air cyclonic circulation associated with the low-pressure area over Westcentral & adjoining northwest Bay
of Bengal off North Andhra Pradesh & South Odisha coast, Telangana, North Maharashtra and South Gujarat
region persisted and seen between 1.5 & 5.8 km above mean sea level tilting southward with height.

e The upper air cyclonic circulation over northeast Assam extending upto 3.1 km above mean sea level
persists.

e The upper air cyclonic circulation over northwest Uttar Pradesh over northwest Uttar Pradesh & adjoining
Haryana lay over south Haryana Adjoining north Rajasthan extended upto 0.9 km above mean sea level.

e The upper air cyclonic circulation over East Uttar Pradesh & neighbourhood extended upto 1.5 km above
mean sea level has become less marked.

e The trough from upper air cyclonic circulation over East Uttar Pradesh & neighbourhood to upper air
cyclonic circulation associated with the low-pressure area over Westcentral & adjoining northwest Bay of
Bengal off North Andhra Pradesh and South Odisha coasts across Chhattisgarh upto 1.5 km above mean sea
level has become less marked.

e In Bihar, make provisions to drain out excess water from standing crops such as maize, nurseries of onion,
chilli, and cauliflower in North West Alluvial Plain Zone; maize, finger millet, ragi, kodo, sava, china, etc. in
North East Alluvial Zone.

¢ In Odisha, make arrangements for draining out excess water from the fields of pulses, maize, groundnut and
vegetables in South Eastern Ghat region.

e In Jammu and Kashmir, do not allow water to stagnate in fields of maize, pulses, cowpea, bajra and
vegetables in Sub Tropical Zone. Proper drainage should be ensured in the fields of paddy, maize, Pulses,
horticultural and vegetable crops in Intermediate Zone.

¢ In Uttarakhand, make necessary arrangements to drain out excess water from the fields of already sown /
transplanted rice, sugarcane, maize, black gram, green gram, groundnut, pigeon pea, finger millet, soybean
and vegetables in Bhabar and Tarai Zone; and from barnyard millet, finger millet, green gram and black gram
in Sub Humid Sub Tropic Zone. In Hill Zone, strengthen the bunds to prevent surface runoff of water.
Postpone sowing of vegetable pea till soil attains optimum moisture level. Maintain proper drainage channels in
vegetable and crop fields. Undertake harvesting of matured capsicum fruits. Postpone sowing of vegetable pea
until the soil attains optimum moisture, especially under excessive wet soil conditions.
