  Significant Weather Features
Northwest India:

Widespread light to moderate rainfall/snowfall with isolated thunderstorm, lightning & gusty winds speed
reaching (40-50 kmph gusting to 60kmph) likely over Western Himalayan region on 20th March and reduction in
intensity thereafter. Isolated heavyrainfall/snowfall very likely over Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand on
20th March. Another fresh wet spell with isolated to scattered light to moderate rainfall/snowfall likely with
isolated thunderstorm, lightning & gusty winds speed reaching (40-50 kmph) over Himachal Pradesh on 23rd &
26th & Uttarakhand on 23rd March.
Scattered to fairly widespread light to moderate rainfall accompanied with isolated thunderstorm, lightning &
gusty winds speed reaching (30-40 kmph) likely over Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh & Delhi, West Uttar
Pradesh on 20th andEast Uttar Pradesh on 20th & 21st; with lightning over East Rajasthan on 20th March.
Isolated Hailstorm activity likely over Uttarakhand and Uttar Pradesh on 20th March.

Northeast India:

Scattered to fairly widespread light to moderate rainfall with thunderstorm, lightninggusty winds speed
reaching (30-50 kmph) likely over Assam & Meghalaya on 20th and Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura on
20th & 21st March; Thunderstorm & lightning likely over Northeast India during next 5 days.
Isolated heavy rainfall likely over Assam & Meghalaya on 20th & 24th; Arunachal Pradesh on 24th March. 
Isolated Hailstorm activity likely over Tripura on 20th March.

East & Central India:

Fairly widespread to widespread light to moderate rainfall with thunderstorm, lightning& gusty winds
speed reaching (40-50 gusting to 60 kmph) likely over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim during
20th-24th March. Isolated heavyrainfall very likely over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim on 20th & 21st

March with isolated very heavy falls on 21st March.
Isolated to Scattered light to moderate rainfall with thunderstorm, lightning & gusty winds speed reaching
(40-50 gusting to 60 kmph) likely over Central & East India during next 2-3 days.
Thundersquall (wind speed reaching 60-70 kmph gusting to 80 kmph) very likely at isolated places over
Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim and Jharkhand on 20th; Gangetic West Bengal on 20th & 21st March.
Thundersquall (wind speed reaching 50-60 kmph gusting to 70 kmph) at isolated places over Odisha on
20th & 21st and Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim on 21st March.
Isolated Hailstorm activity likely over Madhya Pradesh, Vidarbha, Chhattisgarh, Bihar, Jharkhand on 20th and
West Bengal & Sikkim, Odisha on 20th & 21st March.

South Peninsular India:

Isolated to Scattered light to moderate rainfall with thunderstorm, lightning& gusty winds speed reaching
(30-50 kmph)likely over Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam during 20th-22nd; Rayalaseema, Telangana, North
Interior Karnataka on 20th & 21st; South Interior Karnataka on 20th March; with lightning over Tamil Nadu,
Puducherry & Karaikal, Kerala & Mahe on 20th & 21st and South Interior Karnataka on 21st, 22nd & 24th March.

West India:

Isolated light/moderate rainfall with thunderstorm & lightning & gusty winds speed reaching (30-50
kmph)likely over Madhya Maharashtra on 20th, 23rd & 24th; Marathawada on 20th, 21st, 23rd & 24th March.
Isolated Hailstorm activity likely over Madhya Maharashtra and Marathawada on 20th March.

Hot & Humid weather Warnings:

Forecast of maximum/day temperatures:   

Gradual fall in maximum temperatures by 2-3°Clikely over Northwest India during next 24 hours and gradual
rise by 5-7°C during subsequent 6 days except Uttar Pradesh where maximum temperatures are likely to
gradually fall by 6-8°C during next 2 days and gradual rise by 4-6°C during subsequent 5 days.
No significant change in maximum temperatures likely over Central Indiaduring next 2 days; gradual rise by
3-5°Cduring subsequent 5 days.
Gradual fall in maximum temperatures by 2-3°Clikely over East India during next 2 days and gradual rise by
3-5°C during subsequent 5 days.
Gradual rise in maximum temperatures by 3-5°Clikely over Gujarat State during next 4 days and no significant
change during subsequent 3 days.
Gradual rise in maximum temperatures by 2-4°Clikely over Maharashtra during next 4 days and no significant
change during subsequent 3 days.
No significant change in maximum temperatures likely over rest parts of the country.

❖ Minimum Temperature Departures (as on 20-03-2026): markedly above normal(> 5.1°C) at few places over
Bihar; at isolated places over East Uttar Pradesh and East Madhya Pradesh. appreciably above normal(3.1°C to
5.0°C) at isolated places over Sub Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim, Gangetic West Bengal, Odisha,  West Uttar
Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Konkan & Goa, Madhya Maharashtra, Marathwada and Coastal Andhra Pradesh & Yanam.
above normal(1.6°C to 3.0°C) at many places over Jharkhand; at most places over Arunachal Pradesh; at few places
over Andaman & Nicobar Islands, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram & Tripura, Sub Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim and
Gangetic West Bengal ; at isolated places over Assam & Meghalaya, Odisha,West Uttar Pradesh, Uttarakhand,
Haryana-Chandigarh-Delhi, Punjab, Himachal Pradesh, Jammu-KashmirLadakh-Gilgit-Baltistan-Muzaffarabad, West
Madhya Pradesh and Saurashtra & Kutch..

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Impace and Actions

Impact & Action Suggested due to heavy/very heavy rainfall:

Heavy rainfall/snowfall very likely over Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand on 20th March.
Heavy rainfall likely over Assam & Meghalaya on 20th & 24th; Arunachal Pradesh on 24th March. 
Heavy rainfall likely over Sub-Himalayan West Bengal & Sikkim on 20th & 21st March with isolated very heavy
falls on 21st March.

Impact Expected 

Localized Flooding of roads, water logging in low lying areas and closure of underpasses mainly in urban areas
of the above region.
Occasional reduction in visibility due to heavy rainfall.
Disruption of traffic in major cities due to water logging in roads leading to increased travel time.
Minor damage to kutcha roads.
Possibilities of damage to vulnerable structure.
Localized Landslides/Mudslides
Damage to horticulture and standing crops in some areas due to inundation.
It may lead to riverine flooding in some river catchments (for riverine flooding please visit Web page of CWC).

 Action Suggested

Check for traffic congestion on your route before leaving for your destination.
Follow any traffic advisories that are issued in this regard.
Avoid going to areas that face the water logging problems often.

  Impact expected:

Breaking of tree branches, uprooting of large avenue trees. Large dead limbs blown from trees. Damage to
Standing crops.

Minor to major damage to power and communication lines due to breaking of branches.
Strong wind/hail may damage plantation, horticulture and standing crops.

Use hail nets or hail caps in fruit orchards and vegetable plants to protect them from mechanical damage in 
Uttarakhand, Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, West Bengal, Odisha, Jharkhand, Bihar,
Madhya Maharashtra and Marathwada, 

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Heavy Rainfall

In Himachal Pradesh, ensure proper drainage in the wheat crop and vegetables to avoid water stagnation. 
In Uttarakhand, ensure proper drainage in wheat, barley, mustard, lentil crops and vegetables. Keep the
harvested produce of matured rapeseed, mustard & vegetable pea in safe place.
In Sub Himalayan West Bengal, drain out excess water from standing crop fields. Cover the nursery of
cucurbits and Dalle khorsani with polyethylene sheets or agro-nets.  maintain proper drainage channels in the
crop fields. 

Agromet advisories for likely impact of Thunderstorm / Gusty Winds

Shift the harvested produce in safer places or cover the produce with tarpaulin sheets in the fields. Tie the
harvested crops properly and cover them to minimise the risk of displacement due to strong surface winds.
Provide mechanical support to horticultural crops and staking or support to vegetables and young fruit plants /
fruit-bearing plants to avoid lodging due to strong winds.

 Livestock / Poultry 

Keep the animals inside the shed during Heavy Rainfall/Hailstorm period and provide them balanced feed.
Store feed and fodder in a safe place to prevent spoilage.
Provide clean, hygienic and plenty of drinking water to animals.
